While James may have fond memories of boyhood holidays there, Snoth-on-Sea
has seen better days, as has the once-grand Palace Hotel, now run-down and
tacky and freezing cold. Nor do the other guests have much to recommend them,
especially the brassy honeymoon couple, Mr. and Mrs. Jankers, who pick a fight
with Agatha in the dining room.
